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As scientists we will be.... learning about rocks and soils. First we will learn how to classify rocks based on their characteristics. Then we will look at the three different types of rock (sedimentary, igneous and metamorphic) in detail. We will also examine soil and investigate what it is made of. Finally we will demonstrate this knowledge by writing a non-chronological report about rocks and soils.








As mathematicians we will be… consolidating our knowledge of addition and subtraction using 3 digit numbers. First we will be experimenting with mathematical equipment and building our confidence before representing ideas in pictures then abstractly as numbers. We will find lots of different ways of illustrating these ideas including place value charts, part-whole models, bar models, number lines and formal written methods before moving onto reasoning and problem solving. 


We will now move onto our 3 and 4 times tables so that we have a full understanding and instant recall. Using our Times Tables Rockstars scheme and Sumdog we will test multiplication facts, then division facts before attempting both together each week.





As writers and communicators we will be.... exploring the wind poems of Christina Rossetti. We will use these to examine rhyme, structure and impressive vocabulary. We will also consider the full range of our senses and build up to writing our own bonefire poem. After that we will focus on the non-fiction text - A pebble in my pocket. As we read the book we will immerse ourselves in the outstanding vocabulary contained inside and practise using this in our own writing. The book will also be central to our scientific understanding of how rocks are made and link to our volcanoes geography topic. We will also use the text to develop our comprehension skills and learn how to write explanation texts. Finally we will explore two volcano stories.





As historians we will be.... examining famous volcanic eruptions in the past. We will focus on two detailed case studies related to Mount Vesuvius in Italy and Kilauea in Hawaii.





As musicians we will be.... investigating local composers and learning how to sign songs using our Charanga scheme.
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How are rocks made?





As artists and design technologists we will be... investigating the genre of Pointillism and one of the artists who inspired it - Georges Seurat. Initially we will explore the technique using felt tip pens before examining the colour wheel and colour mixing. Finally we will produce a painted volcano using the technique.








As information technologists we will be.... continuing to make sure that we are safe and responsible computer users. 





As environmentalists and geographers we will be....   investigating the ring of fire and the six different types of volcano. We will complete two case studies on volcanoes in Italy and Hawaii and explore some famous earthquakes. We will also link this learning to our English and science work to determine how rocks are made.





As health and well-being experts we will be.... we will be reinforcing how to achieve a growth mind-set and develop our brains through learning from mistakes and overcoming challenges. In RE we will be exploring creation stories. In PE will be following our ‘Real PE’ scheme and developing our dance skills while building a volcanoes dance routine. In PSHE we will be finding out how to keep ourselves safe and healthy and how to deal with our emotions and feelings as we grow and change. We will also explore how to value differences, understand our rights and responsibilities and how to develop and maintain healthy relationships with others.
