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As ethically minded citizens we will be... identifying values in human life and think about our own values and those of organised religions, such as Christianity, Islam and Humanism. We will explore the concept of rules and what it means to be a good person and how we can live our lives to the full.  








As health and well-being experts we will be… continuing to promote physical and mental health. We will exercise every day by completing the daily mile, swimming or participating in PE, where we will be developing our physical skills such as jumping, landing, balancing and rolling.  In PSHE we will explore decisions that people make based on money, including how to budget and the possible risks and emotions which come when managing money.





As writers and communicators, we will be... reading a modern version of the Old English epic poem Beowulf, rewritten in prose by Michael Morpurgo.  We will use the text as a basis to write an informal letter, a newspaper report and our own “hero and monster” story.


We will continue to practise our VIPERS comprehension skills as well as basing our written work on the text, focussing on description, story writing, letters, newspaper reports and poetry.


In spelling, we will continue to develop our knowledge of homophones, spelling patterns, the Year 5/6 word list and topic words.


In grammar and punctuation, we will be developing our understanding of relative clauses, adverbials, modal verbs, dashes, speech punctuation and subordinating conjunctions.


We will be continuing our study of the French language by exploring grammar, pronunciation and writing within the context of animals and how to describe someone.








As musicians we will be...exploring musicians of the past and appreciating the various styles and compositions and determining what we like and do not like about their music. We will be using signing to perform songs and contribute to our school Christmas concert.





As artists and design technologists we will be...designing and making our own marble runs.  We will begin by looking at commercial marble runs then exploring how to join cardboard tubes to make towers and bridges.  We will then design and make our structures before judging which one is the best!





As scientists we will focus on…the changes that human beings experience as they develop to old age. We will be looking at some of the more sensitive issues surrounding puberty and death. We will be looking at the life cycle of a human being. We will investigate the development of babies and compare the gestation period of humans and other animals. We will revisit the changes experienced during puberty and why these occur. We will also look at the changes to the body as humans get older, as well as comparing the life expectancy of different animals.





As mathematicians we will be...completing our work on statistics by using two-way tables and timetables. Then our multiplication and division work will cover multiples, factors, prime numbers, square numbers, cube numbers as well as multiplying and dividing by 10, 100 and 1000. This term’s measurement work will teach us how to measure and calculate the perimeter of rectangles and rectilinear shapes. We will also learn how to calculate the area of rectangles, compound shapes and irregular shapes. All of this will be underpinned with lots of problem solving and reasoning.





As historians we will be...learning about Anglo-Saxons. First, we will be looking at the chronology and geography of the invasion; then we will look at what we can learn from the Sutton Hoo ship burial. What was found and why were those objects chosen? Who was buried there? Was it King Arthur? Did he exist at all?
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Did King Arthur really exist?
