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As writers and communicators we will be...  starting with ‘The Secret Sky Garden’, a beautifully written story that encourages citizenship and discussions about feelings. Then we will look at the story of ‘Traction Man’, who is an unusual superhero. This will inspire us to write our own exciting stories! Our history and geography topics will help us learn how to write recounts and letters, which will mean we have to write in the past tense correctly too. 


We will focus on making sure we always write with correct punctuation: capital letters and full stops, question marks or exclamation marks. We will make our sentences more interesting by adding adjectives to describe nouns in noun phrases.  It is also important that we learn to use this grammar vocabulary correctly too. In phonics, we will revisit phases 3-5 to remind us of the alternative spellings of some phonemes and we will recap spellings of Y1 common exception words. 





As artists we will be...exploring sculpture. Using nature and the work of Andy Goldsworthy to inspire us, we will create our own sculptures made from natural materials. 





As mathematicians we will be...working hard to try and understand place value (what each digit in a number to 100 represents i.e. tens and ones) and where this places numbers on a 100 grid. We will also try to use this to help us to add 2 2-digit numbers together. We need to develop our quick recall of addition and subtraction facts to 20 and use them to derive related facts to 100. 





As musicians we will be...listening to music from South Africa and other places around the world. We will use our bodies to make up actions for songs and also to help us follow the pulse in different forms of music.

As scientists we will be...exploring different everyday materials and what they are used for. We will be thinking about why certain materials are more suitable than others for certain purposes.








As environmentalists and geographers we will be... developing our mapping skills and using geographical vocabulary as we look at maps of the UK, the local area and of 17th century London. 





As historians we will be...finding out what happened in The Great Fire of London! We will be thinking about how an event from so long ago still impacts our daily lives today.





Physical Development 


The spaceships will be taking part in the mini Olympics at Todmorden Sports Centre for an afternoon of games and physical challenges. We will be continuing with last half term’s objectives of developing the childrens’ skills using bats, balls and hoops.








Creative Development


Children will use their imagination in art and design, music, dance, imaginative and role play and stories related to the countries Japan, Pakistan and Jamaica. When looking at Pakistan we will be decorating Pakistan buses, making flower garlands, and looking at patterns on Islamic tiles. When looking at Japan we will be designing carp kites, fans, and boats, having a go at origami and looking at Japanese artists. When looking at Jamaica we will be listening to protest songs, writing our own and making costumes for a carnival.








As members of a multi-faith community we will be…finding out about different ways of welcoming babies into the Christian and Muslim faiths.











As health and well-being experts we will be...developing our balancing and coordination skills and ball skills with Mrs Whiteley in PE lessons and taking part in the daily mile on the days we don’t have PE.
