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As mathematicians we will be… consolidating our knowledge of place value, addition and subtraction First we will be experimenting with mathematical equipment and building our confidence before representing ideas in pictures then numbers. We will find lots of different ways of illustrating these ideas before moving onto reasoning and problem solving. We will revise 2 digits before moving on to 3 digit numbers.


We will concentrate on our number bonds to 10 and our 2, 5 and 10 times tables so that we have a full understanding and instant recall. Using our Times Tables Rockstars scheme and Sumdog we will test multiplication facts, then division facts before attempting both together each week.





As historians we will be.... examining how Calderdale has changed over the last 100 years and the role that tunnels, rail and canals played.
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Why are tunnels important to Calderdale?





As scientists we will be.... learning about light. We will investigate where light comes from and why there is dark. We will learn about the difference between light sources and reflections. We will also examine how shadows are made and investigate patterns involving different distances from the light source.  Finally we will carry out a light investigation using data loggers. 








As artists and design technologists we will be... using a range of media (pencil, pen, crayon) to recreate the patterns found in tunnels which we will use as a back drop for our play. We will also design and make our own shadow puppets to use in the performance of our Tunnel play script.








As environmentalists and geographers we will be....   naming and locating counties and cities of the United Kingdom. We will carry out a detailed study of Calderdale and identify human and physical characteristics to find out why tunnels were important for Calderdale.





As information technologists we will be.... learning how to be safe and responsible computer users. Initially we will learn how to log on to a laptop and navigate our way around. We spend time looking at the school responsible user agreement and consider how to stay safe on line.





As musicians we will be.... investigating local composers and artists. We will be paying particular attention to black composers in October during Black lives matter month. We will also explore gospel music using Charanga.








As health and well-being experts we will be.... learning how to achieve a growth mind-set and develop our brains through learning from mistakes and overcoming challenges. In RE we will be exploring which religions can be found in Calderdale. In PE will be following our ‘Real PE’ scheme – developing our coordination and stamina whilst building our resilience and working as a team and developing our physical skills. In PSHE we will be learning how to be a good friend. We will also have a daily wellbeing session where we complete activities to boost our mental health.





As writers and communicators we will be.... exploring The Tunnel by Anthony Brown. First we will immerse ourselves in the story and explore the characters, settings and plotlines. In terms of SPAG we will revisit phonics, basic punctuation and spelling of year 1 and 2 common exception words. Finally we will examine some play scripts and learn how to write our own version of The Tunnel as a play script which we will perform using shadow puppets made in Design Technology.  The Tunnel will also provide links to science and geography.
