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As ethically minded citizens we will be...developing a better understanding of the current refugee crisis and how we can help those who are in need of a safe place to land. In PSHE we will explore what makes up a person’s identity and what decisions people can make with money?





As geographers we will be... learning about global factors that make people move home, sometimes to another country. These involve ‘push’ factors such as natural disasters and war, as well as ‘pull’ factors such as job opportunities and food supply.





As members of the community we will be... taking part in charity fundraising days and performing Year Five duties around school, when it is safe to do so. We’ll share our ideas through the Investors in Pupils initiative and School Council. We will be following the assembly themes for citizenship and learning about British Values. 





As health and well being experts we will be...developing our understanding of the power of attitude and having a Growth Mindset. Additionally, we will take part in sport and games as part of our PE lessons and complete the daily mile. We will also be following the RSE curriculum to better understand ourselves and our development.





As information technologists we will be...beginning to refine our computer programming using repeat commands and variables. We will be designing algorithms to write a program. We will also be detecting and debugging mistakes and learning about the computer system.








As scientists we will be... catching up on the Year 4 summer science curriculum, States of Matter and Electricity. We will compare and group materials together, according to whether they are solids, liquids or gases, observe that some materials change state when they are heated or cooled, and measure or research the temperature at which this happens in degrees Celsius (°C). We will identify the part played by evaporation and condensation in the water cycle and associate the rate of evaporation with temperature. We will also learn about simple electrical circuits. 











As writers and communicators, we will be... learning about narrative and letter writing whilst studying the novel The Boy at the Back of the Class and using non-fiction texts, pictures and poetry to further explore the current events surrounding the migration and refugee topics raised in the book.  As authors in the making, we will be developing our narrative writing skills, using poetry to convey emotions and continuing to hone our spelling, grammar and punctuation skills. We will also be developing our international communications in French lessons!





As artists and design technologists we will be... focusing on colour, mood and tone in artwork and will be inspired by the works of Banksy and Sol Lewitt and discuss what makes art, art? We will be looking at the impact of lines in art and build up to a final art project. We will continue to build our skills in our sketchbooks.
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As mathematicians we will be...investigators, problem solvers, honing our times tables skills, perfecting our written methods for all four calculations and our understanding of place value, as well as further developing our mental maths skills.





As musicians we will be...be following the Charanga Music School curriculum and learning all about pulse, rhythm and pitch, singing and playing instruments in our unit Don’t Stop Believin’ (adapted for Covid-19).
